Pope Benedict XVI has announced that the 50th International Eucharistic Congress will be held in Dublin in June 2012. The Congress will engage people from Ireland and around the world in a programme of liturgical and cultural events intended to promote awareness of the central place of the Eucharist in the life and mission of the Catholic Church and to draw attention to the social dimension of the Eucharist.

The Eucharistic Congress was previously celebrated in Ireland in 1932. This significant international event is held every four years and was last hosted by Quebec City in 2008.

Preparations for 2012 continue to be underway and as part of this we are looking to recruit the following position:

Pastoral Development Officer 
The Role of the Pastoral Development Officer is to develop and implement the pastoral preparation programme for the 50th International Eucharistic Congress, which is due to take place in June 2012. The role will be a key resource to the pastoral preparation committee for the Congress.

The Pastoral Development Officer will: 

· Research and evaluate existing pastoral programmes around Eucharist, Communion and Community to identify content and methodology which could be applied to the programme of IEC2012.
· Develop strategies to promote and present, both nationally and internationally, the catechetical and liturgical resources prepared by the Pastoral preparation and Liturgy committees of the Congress.
· Devise and develop, in co-operation with the pastoral preparation committee, pastoral programmes to promote awareness about the forthcoming Congress and to invite the participation of people.
· Develop strategies and materials to support teachers in primary and second level schools in line with the objectives of the Congress.
Required 

· A third level qualification in theology or religious studies or, alternatively, a third level qualification together with a post-graduate diploma in theology or religious studies

· Previous experience as a catechist or similar role is required
· Experience in adult faith development would be a significant advantage
· An demonstrable understanding of and commitment to the pastoral vision of the Eucharistic Congress
· A high standard of written & spoken English is essential
· A good working knowledge of Irish would be a advantage
